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War Remnant Museum: comprehensively documents the
travails of the long Vietnam— American War. Inside

experience, this museum is guaranteed to provoke
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Cu Chi Tunnels: an incredible underground tunnel
network constructed by Vietnamese resistance fighters
during the long struggle for independence. The
tunnels, over 250km in length and up to three levels

deep in places, played a huge part in the Viet Cong’

s victory over the Americans, allowing them to
control a large rural area surrounding Ho Chi Minh City. Today, some of the
remaining tunnels have been opened to tourists, offering a unique insight into

resort that draws visitors from Saigon City. Its long, busy stretch of beach
